Do Not Disable Smoke/
Carbon Monoxide Detectors

During our apartment inspections, we noticed that half of the apart-
ments in each building did not have a working smoke/carbon monoxide
detector. In some cases, the battery was missing completely and in other
cases, the battery needed replacement.

Per your lease you are required to keep a working battery in your
detector at all times. Please do not take out the battery at any time, even
if there is smoke from your cooking. Use your kitchen exhaust fan, turn
on your dining room ceiling fan, and/or open your windows and patio
door to air out your apartment. Most people generally forget to re-install
the detector batteries once they have been removed.

Remember, Westmore provides you a detector to alert you in case of
an emergency including fire or carbon monoxide. If it is not operational
you may not wake up in such an event. We suggest that you test it
monthly by pressing the test button for five seconds until you hear it beep
and replace the battery regularly in the spring and fall.

Helpful Apartment Hints

While inspecting apartments, we noticed that the bathroom door was
closed in several units and the bathrooms were very humid inside. By
closing the door and not turning on the exhaust fan you are trapping the
humidity in the bathroom. This, over time, may cause mildew to build up
around your tub and tub walls.

Please leave your bathroom doors open when you are finished in the
room and turn on the exhaust fan while taking your shower or bath. You
may also want to use Lysol Mold & Mildew cleaner if you notice any mold
build-up in your shower area.

Rent Payment Reminders

Don't forget that rent is due on the first of the month. We
give you a five day grace period. If your rent is not paid by
the sixth there, you will be charged a late fee of $50 plus $5
per day until it's paid. A Notice of Termination will be placed

on your door on the sixth.

As long as your rent and late fees are paid by the eleventh
of the month your Notice of Termination will be cancelled. If
they are not paid, the file will be forwarded to our attorney to
start the eviction process. If you are unable to pay your rent
in any given month please call the Property Manager, April.
Westmore is unable to waive any late fee's regardless of the
circumstances. So to avoid late payment history on your
account and late fees, make sure that your rent is in our
office no later than midnight on the fifth of the month.

Also, Westmore's staff is unable to pick up your rent check

from your home. If you are physically unable to bring your apartment number, unit number and full name, as well. Feel
